	INSTRUCTIONAL FOCUS
	Model with mentor texts:

•  Read aloud several titles

•  Teach students how informative/nonfiction texts are structured-table of contents, captions, diagrams, etc.

Do one or more teacher models:

•  Show students how to lift information from texts, hands-on experiences, and videos

•  Create word banks with pictures and or Pictorial input charts

•  Show students how we form sentences about the information

•  Label the elements on the model
	Shared Writing:

1.     Choose a topic and research it together (NOT a topic they will be writing about later independently.

2.     Walk the students through the planning process with their input.

3.     Ask students to compose an informative text about the topic based on what they learned with the “research.” Prompt students to include elements from the standards such as sharing facts, description, etc. Try to avoid patterned writing by showing them options for the elements such as topic sentences, conclusions, etc.

4.     Label the parts of the shared writing chart with the elements in the standards/rubric.

Create a “how to” chart for each step of the process and review this.
	Guided Writing:

Students are writing their own pieces now.

•  Students write about what they are learning about on their own with prompting to use the charts and think about different ways to say the same thing.

•  Teach the anchor papers lesson to show students what you mean by a level 1,2,3,4 paper and post

•  Teach mini lessons as needed on various elements:

· Paraphrasing with Key Words strategy

· Printing topic/concluding sentences

· Using content vocabulary for the topic

· Descriptive writing

· Language skills/grammar 
Meet with small groups based on need
	Independent Writing & Publishing:

Students choose one piece to revise, edit and publish:

1.    Teach students how to pick their best piece by comparing to anchor papers

2.    Teach revision one element at a time such as word choice or adding detail

3.    Teach editing one element at a time to see if they can self-edit: capitals, periods, spelling etc.

4.    If possible do individual conferences to support final edit

5.    Students type and illustrate

6.    Celebrate with sharing publically

Do a “dress rehearsal” of a similar prompt for the writing assessment
